District 37 is comprised of the entire state of 

North Carolina. The Asheville Toastmasters Club (#436) and 

Greensboro Toastmasters Club (#439) were both chartered on  

January 1, 1947 and High Point Toastmasters Club (#582) followed 

on May 1,1948. These three clubs created an alliance of leaders and 

speakers who began building Toastmasters to its current level of 

over two thousand members in over one hundred thirty clubs across 

the State. Currently active clubs that were chartered in the 1950's 

are Burlington, Cape Fear, Durham, Forsyth, Goldmine, Goldsboro, 

Kinston, Mercury, Northwestern, Queen City, Raleigh, Saturday 

Morning, and Tarheel. 

.In the mid-1950's, District 37 hosted a visit by Toastmasters     

International Founder, Dr. Ralph Smedley. Dr. Smedley attended 

the District 37 Conference at the Battery Park Hotel in Asheville. 

Asheville Club Member, G. Edison Hill, hosted the visit. (Hill was 

honored by District 37 in 2007 for his fifty-plus years of Toastmas-

ters leadership.)
